I1. Survey Details

This Flash Eurobarometer 245 “ Post-referendum survey in Ireland” was conducted on behalf of the
European Commission Representation in Ireland by Gallup Hungary.

Telephone interviews were conducted in each region of Ireland between the 13 and 15 June 2008 by
Gallup UK.
Representativeness of the results

Each regional sample is representative of the population aged 18 years and over.

Sizes of the sample

The sampl e size was planned to be 2000 respondents in Ireland; 2000 interviews were conducted in
total.

A weighting factor was applied to the national results in order to compute a marginal total for the
country in proportion to its population.
Questionnaires

The questionnaire prepared for this survey is reproduced at the end of this section, in English (see
hereafter).

Statistical significance of the results

Theresultsin asurvey are valid only between the limits of a statistical margin caused by the sampling
process.
